What is a H-Hour sequence?
* A H-Hour sequence is how the government agencies track hurricanes

* The sequence classifies H-Hour as the time storm effects reach landfall
* Wind Speed Storm Surge Storm Speed Mb

* When talking about time, H- signifies pre-storm and H+ signifies post storm
* Each H-Hour mark triggers emergency management actions
